If adjudication is pending for a citation or arrest on any of the above offences, the student will be disenrolled from
all CDF classes that require a background check until final case disposition is achieved.

APPEAL PROCESS

Students eligible for appeal will not be disenrolled until the appeal process has been completed. During this period,
the student may attend class, but will not be permitted to interact with children or families.

e Student must indicate intention to appeal within three (3) business days of disenrollment notification sent by
EKU email.
e Request for appeal must be sent to the Department Chair’s office at the following email address: ahs@eku.edu
e Student will receive a response to the appeal request within (3) business days.
e Appeal Committee will consist of the Department Chair and a College Education & Applied Human Sciences
Associate Dean. A Department faculty member may be substituted if a committee member is unavailable.
e Student will be notified of the Appeal Committee decision by EKU email within one (1) business day after the
appeal meeting.
The terms of this Policy are subject to change at the discretion of the Department of Applied Human Sciences.
Students’ interactions with children or families may be suspended if the safety and health of those we serve is
called into question by the actions or alleged actions of our students.
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
